The National Ozone Unit (NOU) of the Ministry of Environment in collaboration with the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) under the National Compliance Action Plan (NCAP), had granted Refrigerant Recovery/ Recycling equipment and Accessories earlier to selected Technical Colleges/ Vocational Training Institutes and also to Refrigeration and Air Conditioning (RAC) Workshops established in most parts of the country. The objective of this programme is to reduce the demand for new (virgin) CFC/HCFC as well as to encourage RAC workshops to recover and reuse of CFC/HCFC available in the country. However, conflict situation that prevailed in the districts of Jaffna, Kilinochchi, Mannar, Mullaittivu, Vavuniya and Trincomalee prevented the Ministry from implementing this programme successfully.

Entrepreneurs who are planning to open RAC workshops in these districts in the near future may also forward their applications mentioning the intended date of opening the Workshop and its location. 
However, applications are invited from other districts too for granting equipment in case of non-availability of suitable recipients in North and East Regions. Please be informed that applications received by the NOU previous occasions are disregarded and fresh application has to be submitted.
